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When is it necessary?
Local timber product knowledge will help guide the forest mangers decisions, such as when 
and what to thin, how to thin, harvest timing, the application of fire and grazing management. 
Therefore an extensive knowledge of forest products is required before applying silviculture to 
the forest, in order to maximise timber selling opportunities.

How can I do it?
The most effective way to learn about local forest products is to talk to local processors, 
contractors, reading product information sheets and taking to industry bodies such as the 
Central Queensland Forestry Association (CQFA). In any area there are a number of different, 
viable forest products that could be sold. These products will all have various values, 
dimensions, specifications and processors. The more ‘informed’ the manager, the more 
opportunities exist to sell the various types grades of timber products that may exist in the 
forest, thereby maximising returns from the forest and, intern, giving reason to commit to long 
term sustainable forest management. 

And where can I get information?
Information on forest products can be difficult to find. Generally forest products are very ‘area 
specific’, in that the every processor wants a slightly different log product as they all have 
customers with different demands. Product values also fluctuate between areas, processors 
and with time, depending on supply and demand. Forest industry bodies such as the Central 
Queensland Forest Association, The Australian Forest Growers and relevant fact sheets, such as 
those in this series are good sources of information. However local processors are the best to 
approach for log and product dimensions, as these can change.
