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Introduction

In 2001 the Central Queensland Forest Association was established. From
2001 to 2008 the Central Queensland Forest Association Inc was part of
the State and Federally funded National Private Forest Development
Committee program as its representative in Central Queensland. From
June 30t 2008, the organisation has been strongly motivated to evolve
and develop a strong financial base.

CQFA undertakes activities which support the sustainable growth of
forests from Miriam Vale in the south to Bowen in the north. Primary
activities are concentrated in a 300km zone from the coast line within the
minimum annual rainfall zone of 550mm.

CQFA operations are backed by a strong regional community desire to
coordinate, support, educate and represent the interests of forest
industries and associated stakeholders with an involvement in forest
operations.

CQFA continues to define itself as an organisation with a strong forest
management base recognised regionally and nationally for its strength in
knowledge facilitation, human capacity development, and research and
development.
